General Pool Rules
e Hours of operation summer months 7am-dusk (weather dependent)
o RESIDENTS/GUESTS ACKNOWLEDGE THERE ARE NO LIFEGUARDS, AT OWN RISK
e Poolis for the exclusive use of residents and accompanied guests
+ Residents have no more than four (4) guests at one time, unless approved in advance by the HOA
e Children under 18 permitted 10pm-12noon, 3pm-5pm, always be accompanied by resident
e Glass containers are not permitted in or around the pool area, no eating or drinking in pool
e Smoking and vaping are not permitted anywhere on clubhouse grounds, including the pool area
¢« No pets of any kind other than properly licensed service animals on leash permitted
¢ Personal music is only permitted in or around the pool area by use of earbuds or headphones
e Beach balls, inflatable mats, large styrofoam devices, not permitted in or around the pool area
e Acceptable safe swim aids and noodles will be allowed, appropriate swim attire is required
e Incontinent bathers of any age are required to wear specially designed swim diapers in pool area
e Anycontamination of pool water (vomit, feces, etc.) must be reported immediately to manager
e Nodiving, jumping, or running is permitted
e No saving of chairs; the use of the pool is on a first-come, first-served basis
e Please return table and chairs to their original placement prior to leaving the pool area for day
e Ifanumbrellais opened, it must be closed before leaving the pool area
o Towels are to be used on lounge chairs, footwear and toweling off is required when exiting the pool
e The pool may be closed at any time due to weather conditions or mechanical difficulties

o AT FIRST SOUND OF THUNDER OR SIGHT OF LIGHTENING, THE POOL AREA MUST BE
EVACUATED FOR AT LEAST 30 MINUTES.

e Place all trash in containers provided and remove all personal belongings from the pool after use
e ltis strongly encouraged that no one swims alone

e Alcoholic beverages are not permitted in the pool area. See general rules regarding alcohol
